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Introduction

| & H Brown Calliachar Ltd proposes to develop a wind farm near Aberfeldy, Perthshire. The proposed wind farm consists of up
to 46 turbines, connected by access tracks and accessed via a forestry track from an existing road (A826). The turbines will be
connected to the existing overhead power line that bisects the site, via a sub-station to be constructed within the development
site.

The generating capacity of the wind farm is expected to be approximately 32 MW. The average consumption per household of
electrical power in the UK is 4,345 KW-hours', therefore the proposed development will generate sufficient electricity to meet the
needs of a total of approximately 19,476 households. The City of Perth has approximately 57,000 households, therefore the
proposed development would serve the equivalent of 34% of these households.

An Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) has been carried out as part of the planning process for the development. This
document is the Non-technical Summary of the Environmental Statement (ES) that was prepared as part of the EIA process.

Need and alternatives

The UK government is committed to achieving a reduction in ‘greenhouse gases’ and as part of this, has set a target for 20% of
our energy requirements to be produced from renewable resources by 2010 as part of a strategy to achieve a reduction of 60%
by 2050.

The Scottish Ministers more recently announced an "aspirational target" to produce 40 per cent of energy from renewable
sources by 2020. The proposed development of the Calliachar wind farm would make a valuable contribution to this target.

A total of 15 potential sites were considered for wind farms across Scotland. The main criteria for selection were potential wind
yield and ease of connection to the electricity grid. Other aspects were taken into account including nearness to homes, ease of
access to the site and visual effects. A short list of 3 sites was selected in the Aberfeldy area, from which the proposed
Calliachar site was preferred on the basis of its size and lower sensitivity to development in terms of its landscape and natural
heritage.

In February 2004, an application was submitted to the Scottish Ministers for a 46-turbine wind farm on this site. Following
concerns expressed by several consultees, a revised application for a 27-turbine scheme was submitted in February 2005. Perth
& Kinross Council objected to this application, therefore the Scottish Ministers were obliged to hold a Public Local Inquiry into the
proposed development. In September 2007, the Scottish Ministers announced that the application had been refused due to
significant adverse visual effects on Glen Quaich and on Loch Freuchie. The Inquiry Reporter indicated that it was acceptable for
consent to be granted for a reduced 14-turbine scheme by the removal of the southern array of turbines from the 27-turbine
scheme. This proposal is for the 14-turbine scheme.

Existing environment

The Calliachar wind farm site is located approximately 5km to the south of Aberfeldy. The site lies within an upland area of
mainly coarse grassland and heather moorland. The site is primarily managed as a grouse moor for shooting. A large coniferous
plantation (Moness Forest) borders the northeast boundary of the site. Access is by a forestry track exiting the A826 to the
northeast of the site. An overhead power line passes the western boundary of the site in a north-south direction. The nearest
residential property is 2.5km from any proposed turbine. There are no nature or other conservation designations within the site
boundary.

The proposal

The wind farm will comprise 14 turbines. The turbine hub height will be 59 m with a rotor diameter of up to 82 m; the blade tip
height of the turbine will be a maximum of 100 m. The generating capacity of each turbine will be 2.3 MW, and the wind farm
generating capacity will be 32.2 MW.

The principal components of the scheme are:
- 14 wind turbines;
- 7.7 km of access tracks to the site and between turbines;
- a construction compound;
- two borrow pits to provide construction material;
- a sub-station for connection to the overhead power line; and
- underground cable runs between the turbines and to the sub-station.

The site layout is shown on the following page.
